A

separate dining room with fireplace and bespoke shelving provides a cosy

entertaining space. The landscaped garden stretches over 16 metres and has been

transformed with a £40,000 investment, featuring a patio, lawn, lighting, power sockets

and a decked pergola with built-in heater, with potential to enclose as a garden

room. Upstairs are three bedrooms, including a generous bay-fronted principal, plus a

neutral bathroom. Loft conversion potential (STPP), with precedent set on the street.
